TOURNAMENT

· All ice is considered “unsafe and use at your own risk.”  Angler safety both on and off the ice is the responsibility of angler and or parent/guardians. 
· This tournament is sponsored by Starvation State Park.

· The Starvation Ice Derby will be held February 10, 2018 at the Rabbit Gulch Campground. But, you can fish anywhere on Starvation Reservoir as long as you are present in Rabbit Gulch to begin and make it back at weigh in time.

· Tournament starts at 7:30 am and ends at 1:00 pm. You must be off the ice by 1:00 pm. 

· This is an ice fishing tournament. If ice is less than 6 inches thick, the derby will be cancelled.  If no ice is present (the derby will proceed as a bank fishing only tournament.  No boats will be permitted.
· No holes can be drilled prior to 7:30 am on February 10.  Contestants can be in their fishing spot prior to 7:30 am, but must wait for sound producing device to drill holes.
· This is a two species tournament.  Each angler can enter one trout and or one walleye. Longest fish wins.  Initial entry is $15 for whichever species you choose to fish.  To fish both species is another $5, or $20 total.
· We will start the tournament with a sound-producing device.

· Fish measuring will be from 1:00 pm – 1:30 pm. However, fish can be checked in prior 1:00 pm at Rabbit Gulch only.
· If there are no fish of one species caught/entered, the prize money will be used to award additional places in the other species category at the discretion of derby organizers.
· Courtesy, sportsmanship, and conservation must be displayed at all times.
· Ties will be decided by fish weight.  If length and weight are still the same, prize will be split. 

· Results will be displayed as they come in.

· Park and DWR staff will measure/weigh fish.  Their decision is final and cannot be disputed, though measurement can be verified a second time.
· Any cheating or violation of tournament rules will result in disqualification.
REGISTRATION

· To register you have two options: 1. Register the day of the event at Rabbit Gulch (we are limited to 200 anglers), or 2. Call the park (435-738-2326) ahead of time and register over the phone.
· Registration/check-in begins at 6:30 am at Rabbit Gulch only. You must pay park entry fee of $5 per vehicle.
· This is a two species tournament.  Each angler can enter one trout and or one walleye. Longest fish wins.  Initial entry is $15 for whichever species you choose to fish.  To fish both species is another $5, or $20 total. 
· A park provided “liability waiver form and rules compliance” sheet must be signed by each participant or parent/guardian if under 18 years of age, on the morning of registration.  You can print this from our webpage (https://stateparks.utah.gov/parks/starvation/events/) and bring it with you if you would like.

· All fees must be paid and liability waiver signed before event begins.  

· All participants pay the same price.
· Participant registrations are capped at 200.

FISHING AND OTHER REGULATIONS

· For fishing rules methods and other information refer to the 2018 Utah fishing guidebook. 

· All anglers 12 years and older must have a Utah fishing license.

· All rules of the fishing proclamation will be followed, including possession limits.

· All waterway and OHV laws will be obeyed.

· Currently registered OHVs/snowmobiles are allowed on the ice if conditions permit (as determined by operators/owners and not by tournament officials).

· All riders under 18 years old must wear a properly approved helmet while riding on ATVs and snowmobiles.
ADDITIONAL RULES

· Only one fish of each species per person will be entered.  “Group fishing” is not allowed.  You must catch your own fish. 

· We reserve the right to test the top three fish of each species to verify the time caught.  
· Anglers will try to reduce injury to all fish caught and released.  Stressed fish become part of your limit.
· One ticket will be given to each registered angler for the prize give-away.
